If you already have a ‘sacred space’ in your home, be creative. Give it a make-over. Or establish an outdoor sacred site in a corner of your garden.

Theme

Activity

With your Mum or Dad, set up a ‘sacred space’ in your home for Lent - a place in your house which reminds you of Jesus, and which helps you to pray.

Suggestions:

Your sacred space might be as simple as a small table or shelf displaying a bible and a candle. 

 Adorn your sacred site with different symbols during Lent: e.g. a purple cloth and a crucifix during Lent, a palm on Palm Sunday, some nails or a crown of thorns (e.g. twisted sticks/metal) on Good Friday. 

You might like to add a statue/picture that is dear to you, or a photo of someone who is in your heart/prayers.
