Notes to parents:

Your home is holy ground! It is the ‘domestic church’. It is the dwelling place of the faithful - where Christians live and love on a daily basis.  A ‘sacred space’ in your home is a reminder of this.

Encourage your child to care for this ‘sacred space’ during the Easter season. 

•
If you already have a ‘sacred space’ in your home, be creative. Give it a make-over. Or establish an outdoor sacred site in a corner of your garden.
Feel free to adapt the tasks to your unique child and family situation.
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Sacred Space: Easter
‘May you know the love of Christ which surpasses all knowledge.’ Eph 3:19
Theme
We celebrate Easter, not only at church, but also in our homes.

Activity

With your Mum or Dad, set up a ‘sacred space’ in your home for Easter - a place in your house which reminds you of Jesus, and which helps you to pray.

Suggestions:

Your sacred space might be as simple as a small table or shelf displaying a bible and a candle.  Adorn your sacred site with different symbols during Easter: e.g. a bowl of water, a white cloth, a cross, a special candle (perhaps your child’s baptismal candle). Add a symbol of new life (a green branch or a colourful flower, paper butterflies, decorated easter eggs, a photo of a newborn sibling or cousin). You might like to add a statue/picture that is dear to you, or a photo of someone who is in your heart/prayers.

Prayer
Say a prayer at your sacred space. A suggestion follows:

Dear God, Thank you for giving us your Son Jesus, 
who died and rose for us.

Thank you for the gift of your Holy Spirit who helps us to be close to you and to each other.

May we keep growing as a family in your love and peace, especially during this season of Easter. Amen.
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
