Notes to parents:
•
Easter is a beautiful time of year to tell stories of your children’s baptism and to impart to them how deeply they are loved by God, by you, and by their Catholic faith family.

•
You might like to do this exercise over a family meal and invite your child’s godparents along.

Some thoughts on baptism:

•
When people are baptised into the Church they enter into a relationship with the people of the Church, the body of Christ. The baptismal ceremony marks the beginning of this new life of union and commitment. A person who is baptised is saying: ‘Yes, I want to be one with you. I want to live a life faithful to Jesus Christ and guided by the Holy Spirit.’ When an infant is baptised, the parents and godparents make this commitment on the child’s behalf. The community pledges itself to be united with the baptised person. Two other rituals, Confirmation and Eucharist, complete the process of becoming a member of the Catholic Church. The three are called ‘Sacraments of Initiation’.

Theme
Easter is a special time for remembering our baptism.
Talk about it

Ask your Mum or Dad (or your godparents) to tell you the story of your baptism.

Bring out your baptismal candle, light it and ask your Mum/Dad/godparent to say the following prayer for you:

Loving Father,

Thank you for making (name) a child of God

and a member of our Catholic family

through the waters of baptism and the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Help (name) to always treasure the gift of baptism

and to remember how much he/she is loved by us.

We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen.
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
