Teach your child to celebrate Easter

Notes to parents:

•
Easter is a season, not just a Sunday. It extends right up to Pentecost Sunday. The aim of this ‘homework’ exercise is to encourage your child to keep celebrating Easter for the whole season.

Easter should be a joy, not a chore! Enjoy this beautiful season of freedom in God’s love. 

Feel free to adapt the tasks to your unique child and family situation.
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Share the Good News
‘But God raised him to life... it was impossible for him to be held in the power of death.’  Acts 2:24
Theme
The Good News of Easter is that Jesus is risen from the dead! God’s love is more powerful than any sadness. Like the first Christians we proclaim this Good News.

Activity

With your Mum/Dad, or with another family member, make something special for your home which reminds everyone of the Good News of Easter.

Note to parents:

This might be a decorated sign which says ‘Jesus has risen, alleluia!’ Or perhaps a cross made out of two sticks, with a white cloth draped over it. Or perhaps a bowl of water and a candle as a centrepiece at the dinner table.  (Water and light are symbols of our baptism into the new life of Christ.) Or make hard boiled eggs decorated with the word ‘Alleluia’. (Serve them up for a Sunday brunch after Mass!) Ensure that the chosen Easter symbol is visible for the whole of the Easter season....right up to Pentecost Sunday.

Alternatively, your child could make an ‘Easter card’ and send it to a friend or family member who is ‘distant’ from the Church.

Prayer
Jesus, Your disciples were filled with joy at your resurrection. They couldn’t stop talking about you!

Send us your Holy Spirit so that we too can boldly share the Good News with others. Amen.
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
